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Deaths From Overdoses Have Jumped Again But This Time a Single Drug 
Maybe Be To Blame  

 

More Americans died from drug overdoses in 2016 than in any previous year, according to a report 

released Thursday from the Centers Disease Control and Prevention. More than 63,600 people were 

killed by opioid painkill ersï 11,200 more than last year. Thereôs a clear standout drug in the picture: 

fentanyl, which is roughly 35 times stronger than heroin. That makes it a cheap substitute to put in 

fake pills illegally as brand -name painkillers like Norco, Percocet, and Xan ax . (Continued page 2)

Fentanyl, which is mostly being manufactured in underground 

labs in China and Mexico, began making its way to the US in 

shipments disguised as office supplies around 2013. In the 

three year since the number of overdose deaths involving 

fentanyl has skyrocketed at a rate that outpaces deaths from 

any other opioid, including heroin, hydrocodone, and 

oxycodone.  The death rate from those other opioids had 

continued to rise too, albeit at a slightly slow er pace. That 

could suggest that recent efforts aimed at curbing 

widespread over -prescribing practices could be having an 

impact.

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TOWNSHIP REMINDERS  
 

-Brush Pick up began  March 18 th . Please observe the dates scheduled for your zone in your Pine Beach 

Borough Calendar. Brush must be cut into lengths of no longer than 4 feet and bundled together. No 

logs or branches larger than 4ò in diameter will be picked up.  

-Recycling Collection R eminders: Cardboard and paper must be in a container with a lid so that they do 

not blow around, stay dry, and are readily collectible. Please make sure there are no plastic bags in 

you recycling as they can interfere with the sorting process at the center . Please be advised, 

recyclables cannot be placed in plastic bags for pick up.  

-  While plastic containers are recyclable, please be mindful to remove the caps, where the beck is 

smaller than the base of the container (i.e. shampoo bottles, laundry deterge nt, milk jugs, soda 

bottles)  

-Recycling Containers: The Borough no longer uses an automated truck to pick 

up recycling. If additional cans are needed, we encourage every resident to 

purchase trashcans with lids and handles. Tote containers are discouraged .  

-The Document Shredding Program will be available to Pine Beach residents this 

August, the 25 th  at Walling Field Lot, 601 Station Avenue from 9AM -11AM. 

Please keep in mind, no business or commercial documents will be accepted -  this service is free and 

has a limit of 6 containers of documents per resident. The service is automatic as to limit contact with 

human personnel and sensitive information. Paper clips and staples DO NOT need to be removed.  

 

ADDITIONAL RECYCLING AND WASTE DISPOSAL INFORMATION: We a pologize for the 

inconvenience, any additional items that can not be recycled or disposed of in town under 

Ocean County regulation may be taken to Ocean County Northern Recycling Center at 

601 New Hampshire Ave, Lakewood (732)367 -0802 or to the Southern Re cycling Center 

350 Haywood Road, Stafford (609)978 -0913 both are available Monday -Saturday from 

7:30AM -3PM.
